GUIDELINES
Media: any medium. LynnArts is a family friendly community art center and reserves the right to reject
any piece not considered appropriate for our viewing audience.

Size limitation: no larger than 36”x36” (this includes the frame)

Conditions: All work must be delivered and picked up. All work must be original, wired for hanging, and
have been completed in the past 3 years. No wall anchors. Heavy work and work requiring special
installation must be installed by the artist. Work not meeting these requirements or which has
previously shown in this gallery will not be accepted. Entries are invited from all artists over age 17.

Drop-off: July 26, 10-8pm, July 27, 10-4pm, July 28, 11-4pm at 25 Exchange Street, Lynn, MA. Please
fill out the following information for each piece and attach to the back of your work: artists name, title of
piece, medium and price. In addition, please fill out an Artist Inventory List (available on our website).

Please include the following information with your work: an artist's resume, an artist’s statement. If
you do not have a resume please provide a typed one page description of how long you have been
making work, description of any professional training (it is not necessary to have any, if you did not train
please let us know how you came to making work), a one paragraph description of why you make art.

Entry fee: there is a $10 entry fee to participate in this show

Accepted work: Unsold work can be picked up September 6, 7, 8 during regular gallery hours.

Commission: LynnArts, Inc. retains a 25% commission on all work sold during the show.

Liability: Artwork will be insured upon arrival at LynnArts. We reserve the right not to insure works that
are damaged or structurally unsound.

LynnArts, Inc. is a private non-profit arts organization located in Lynn's Central Square at 25 Exchange
Street. The building houses two large and airy gallery spaces as well as a black-box
rehearsal/performance space and several artist studios. The LynnArts office welcomes queries regarding
artist exhibition proposals, membership, teaching opportunities, and rental of office and studio space.
